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1. Overview

The development of SP and ONA statistical activity in 2017 had as framework the Annual Work
Programme of the European Commission and the SP and ONA Annual Work Programme, and
operational documents for European and national medium-term strategies, defined,
respectively, in the “European Statistical Programme 2013-2017” and in the “General
Guidelines of Official Statistical Activity 2013-2017” (LGAEO 2013-2017).
The performance of SP in 2017 can be assessed by means of:
The self-evaluation of its QUAR 2017, in which a percentage of 114,266% was
achieved, justifying the assigned mention of “Good”.
The implementation of all activities in the 2017 Work Programme made use 612
human resources, with a total expenditure of EUR 30.391.005,06.
The maintenance of high satisfaction levels of statistical information users, measured
by regularly conducted User Satisfaction Surveys, reaching the value of 0,627 SRE

(Extreme Responses Balance), in line with the goal set for the year (0,53-0,63 SRE).

2. Some Statistical activities and Surveys developed in 2017 by the SP and ONA could

a) Concerning cost and burden reduction on respondents and the information collection
processes:
e Continuing the initiatives aimed at broadening the appropriation of administrative

Simplex+ Program.

e Beginning the regular use of combined CAPI and centralised price collection for the
calculation of the Consumer Price Index (CPl), using the Web Scraping method in web
sites of retail trade companies.

e Strengthening the use of the new geographic collection support tool (Geolnq).

e Broadening the scope of SIGINQ, making new applications available in the context of
household surveys, as well as new Weblnqg functionalities (SP’s platform for web data
collection) in the context of business surveys.

e Continuing the return of statistical information to data providers in the context of

business surveys.

b) Concerning the statistical production/dissemination:

e Releasing 99.3% of all planned statistical information (SP and ONA), and 95.2% on
time.

e Preparing the first pilot operation of the 2021 Census.

* Releasing the Projections of resident population for 2015-2080.

e Disseminating the Wellbeing Index (2004-2016).

¢ Implementing the 2017 module of the Labour Force Survey “Self-employment”.

e Disseminating the main results of the Income and Living Conditions Survey (EU-SILC)

entities, stressing the following activities: releasing the SDG thematic files on SP’s
website, publishing the press release “Sustainable Development Indicators — Agenda
2030” and preparing the statistical annex to the National Voluntary Report, presented
by Portugal on the High Level Political Forum on SDGs (july 2017).

e Continuing the implementation of the Action Plan drawn up in response to the
recommendations laid out on the 2015 Peer Review Report, regularly monitored by

Eurostat.

3. Human and Financial Resources

SP and ONA allocated to the activities foreseen in the 2017 Work Programme a total of 731
workers belonging to the staff (612 on SP and 119 on ONA), and a total of EUR 33.704.820
(89.7% of SP responsibility).
