Cooperagéo Internacional do Brasil
10 ambito da estatistica com o§
paises da CPLP

Nos ultimos anos, os Institutos
Nacionais de Estatistica (INE) dos
paises de lingua oficial portuguesa
(CPLP) aumentaram de forma
expressiva o intercambio de
experiéncias. Desde a realizagdo da I
Conferéncia Estatistica da Comunidade
de Paises de Lingua Portuguesa,
ocorrida em Maputo, em 2003, Angola,
Brasil, Cabo Verde, Guiné Bissau,
Mogambique, Portugal ¢ Sdo Tomé e
Principe ampliaram as iniciativas em
prol do intercambio de experiéncias na
area estatistica.

No caso do Brasil, desde 2003, o
Instituto Brasileiro de Geografia e
Estatistica (IBGE) ampliou de forma
expressiva a sua atividade de
cooperacdo com todos os INE’s da
CPLP.

Esta nova fase de cooperagdo comecou
com a oferta de vagas para os técnicos
destes INE participarem dos Cursos de
Desenvolvimento em Habilidades em
Pesquisa, que sdo cursos de 45 dias
destinados ao fortalecimento da
capacidade de producdo de pesquisas
estatisticas. Desde 2003, cerca de dez
técnicos dos paises africanos e Timor
Leste ja participaram destes Cursos,
oferecidos anualmente.

Também foram realizadas varias
missdes técnicas destinadas a
identificagdo de areas potenciais de
cooperagao entre 0 IBGE e estes INE s .
No ambito destas Missoes, resultaram
agdes concretas de cooperagdo entre o
Brasil, Cabo Verde ¢ Guiné Bissau na
area de Formacdo, Censos de
Populacao e Contas Nacionais e entre
Brasil e Mogambique na area de indice
de pregos de material de construgao.

No ambito da Comiss@o de Estatistica
das Nag¢des Unidas, IBGE ¢ INE de
Portugal concordaram em cooperar
mutuamente com o objetivo de
promover a traducdo para portugués da
nova versdo do Sistema de Contas
Nacionais de 2008, elaborado pelas
Nagdes Unidas.

Durante a IV Conferéncia Estatistica da
CPLP, realizada em Lisboa, em Julho
de 2010, os INE’s concordaram em
aprofundar a cooperagdo técnica para
harmonizagao de conceitos e producdo
de estatisticas sobre Migragdo no
ambito da CPLP.

Nos proximos meses, IBGE ¢ os INE's
de Sdo Tomé e Principe e de Angola
firmardo acordo de cooperagdo para o
Brasil apoiar estes dois paises na
realizagdo do Censo de Populagao de
2011 e 2013, respectivamente.

As Conferéncias Estatisticas da
Comunidade de Paises de Lingua
Portuguesa tém sido um importante
forum de discussdo dos projetos
estatisticos dos paises da comunidade
lusofona.
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IV Conferéncia Estatistica da CPL

4th Statistical Conference of the Community of the Portuguese-Speaking Countries

A1V Conferéncia Estatistica da CPLPrealizou-se nos dias 1 € 2 de Julho de 2010, no INE
de Portugal, em Lisboa e contou com a presenca dos Presidentes e Directores-Gerais dos
INE (DGINE) dos paises da CPLP, técnicos da area da estatistica, assim como outras
personalidades relevantes. O primeiro dia da Conferéncia foi dedicado a realizagdo de
um Seminario tematico, enquanto no segundo dia reuniram os DGINE.

O Seminério foi dedicado a tematica das Migragdes, mais concretamente ao
Desenvolvimento e Harmonizagdo das Estatisticas das Migragées no Espaco CPLP, e
estruturado em dois painéis. O primeiro painel incidiu sobre o Quadro de Referéncia
Comum das Estatisticas Oficiais sobre Migracdes no Espaco CPLP, onde intervieram
oradores como Dr. Eduardo Pereira Nunes do IBGE do Brasil, Professor Jorge Malheiros
da Universidade de Lisboa, Dr. Jodao Ataide do Servigo de Estrangeiros e Fronteiras de
Portugal, Dr. Xadreque Maunze do INE de Mogambique e Professor Jodo Peixoto da
Universidade Técnica de Lisboa. O segundo painel abordou a questdo da Importdncia
das Estatisticas Migratorias nas Sociedades Actuais e contou com a participacao do
Professor Dias Loureiro do INE de Mogambique, Dra. Graga Magalhdes do INE de
Portugal, Dr. Augusto Teixeira da Divisao de Fronteiras de Cabo Verde, Dra. Rosario
Farmhouse, Alta-Comissaria para a Imigracao e Dialogo Intercultural, Portugal, e Dr.
Antonio Tadeu de Oliveira do IBGE do Brasil. O Seminario contou ainda com a presenga
do Dr. Manuel Lapao e do Dr. Philip Baverstock do Secretariado Executivo da CPLP.

No dia 2 de Julho realizou-se a reunido dos DGINE da CPLP onde se debateram questdes
como os Censos da Populacdo e Habitagdo no espago CPLP e o Sistema de Contas
Nacionais, tendo-se também efectuado o balango da Cooperagdo Estatistica no ano de
2009 e indicado as principais prioridades da Actividade Estatistica para2010.

Durante esta Conferéncia, os DGINE reconheceram a importancia do estudo da tematica
das Migragdes que, por isso, devera continuar na agenda das proximas reunides da CPLP.

Decidiram também efectuar uma analise da informagao disponivel neste dominio com o
objectivo de criar um plano de acgdo comum que definira a actuagdo da Comunidade nos
proximos anos.
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Os Diretores dos INE’s da CPLP devem
manter este canal permanentemente aberto.
Estes sdo os votos do Instituto Brasileiro de
Geografia e Estatistica.

Cooperation in Statistics: the Brazilian
experience with CPLP countries

In recent years, the National Statistical
Institutes (NSI) of the Community of
Portuguese Speaking Countries (CPLP)
have considerably increased their exchange
of experiences. Since the 1" Statistical
Conference of CPLP countries, held in
Maputo in 2003, Angola, Brazil, Cape
Verde, Guinea-Bissau, Mozambique,
Portugal and S. Tomé and Principe have
developed initiatives in favour of the
exchange of experiences within the
statistical area.

Since 2003, the Brazilian Institute of
Geography and Statistics (IBGE) has
significantly widened its cooperation with
all NSI of the CPLP.

This new stage of cooperation has started
with the invitation for experts of the NSI to
participate in training activities on
Development of Surveying Abilities, with 45
days duration, aiming at strengthening the
production capacity of statistical surveys.
Since 2003, around ten experts from African
countries and from Timor-Leste have
attended these courses, which are offered on
ayearly basis.

Several technical missions have also taken
place aiming at identifying potential areas
of cooperation between IBGE and those
NSI. As a result of these missions, specific
cooperation actions have been implemented
between Brazil, Cape Verde and Guinea-
Bissau in the area of Training, Population
Census and National Accounts and also
between Brazil and Mozambique in the area
of Price index of construction materials.
Within the United Nations Statistical
Commission, IBGE and Statistics Portugal
have agreed to cooperate in order to make
available the System of National Accounts-
2008 (SNA 2008), prepared by the UN in
Portuguese.

During the Fourth Statistical Conference of
the CPLP, held in Lisbon in July 2010, the
NSI's have agreed to strengthen further their
technical cooperation namely in the area of
harmonization of concepts and production
of statistics on migration within the CPLP.

In the coming months, IBGE and the NSI of
S. Tomé and Principe and of Angola will sign
cooperation agreements in order to provide
assistance in carrying out the Population
Census of 2011 and 2013, respectively.

The CPLP Statistical Conferences have
been an important forum for discussion of
the statistical projects of the countries
within the Portuguese speaking community.
The Directors of the CPLP NSI's should
keep this channel of communication and
cooperation permanently opened. These are
the wishes of the Brazilian Institute of
Geography and Statistics.

Para além destas deliberacdes, no final da Conferéncia foram também retiradas
conclusdes noutras areas de actividade, que reflectem a vontade da Comunidade em
querer continuar a fomentar a partilha de experiéncias e boas praticas entre os paises
membros da CPLP no dominio da estatistica, bem como em prosseguir no objectivo da
constituicdo de um verdadeiro “espago lus6fono na area da estatistica” e do seu
reconhecimento a nivel internacional.

Statistics Portugal welcomed the Fourth Statistical Conference of the Community of
Portuguese speaking countries (CPLP) on the I' and 2" July, 2010, in Lisbon. This event
gathered all Presidents and Directors General from the National Statistical Institutes (DGINS)
of the CPLP as well as statistical experts and other main personalities. The first day was
dedicated to a Seminar and the second to the meeting of the Presidents and General Directors
from the NSIL.

This years' Seminar explored the issue of Migration, with the following theme “Development
and Harmonization of migration statistics in the CPLP countries” and was structured in two
panels. The first one concerned a “Common Reference Framework to the official statistics on
migrations in the CPLP region”, where several speakers intervened, such as Mr. Eduardo
Pereira Nunes, IBGE, Brazil, Professor Jorge Malheiros, University of Lisbon, Mr. Jodo
Ataide, from the Foreign Nationals and Borders Service, Portugal, Mr. Xadreque Maunze from
NSI Mozambique, and Professor Jodo Peixoto, Technical University of Lisbon. The second
panel was about the “Importance of migration statistics in contemporary societies” and
counted with the presence of Professor Dias Loureiro, NSI-Mozambique, Ms. Graga
Magalhdes, Statistics Portugal, Mr. Augusto Teixeira, Borders Division of Cape Verde, Ms.
Rosario Farmhouse, Higher Commissioner for immigration and intercultural dialogue
(ACIDI), Portugal, and Mr. Antonio Tadeu de Oliveira from IBGE, Brazil. The seminar also
had the presence of Mr. Manuel Lapdo and Mr. Philip Baverstock from the CPLP Executive
Secretariat.

On the 2 July, the DGINS
meeting has discussed the
following subjects in the agenda:
Population and Housing Census
in the CPLP region; System of
National Accounts; Statistical
Cooperation in 2009 and main
priorities of the Statistical Activity
for2010.

In this Conference, the DGINS recognized the importance of studying the theme of Migration
that should remain in the CPLP agenda for the future. They also decided to conduct a review of
information available in this area with the aim of creating a joint action plan that will define the
Community's action in the coming years.

Apart from these deliberations, the Conference's final conclusions were also drawn in other
areas of activity, which reflect the Community's willingness to want to continue to encourage
the sharing of experiences and best practices among member countries of the CPLP in the field
of statistics, and further the objective of creating a true "Lusophone space in statistics" and its
recognition internationally.
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2= Missdo do INE de Portugal ao INE de Cabo Verde | Mission from Statistics Portugal to NSI Cape Verde

Nos dias 8 a 12 de Margo de 2010, dois técnicos do Gabinete de
Estudos do INE de Portugal deslocaram-se em Missdo de
Assisténcia Técnica ao INE de Cabo Verde no ambito do Indice de
Precos no Consumidor (IPC). Esta ac¢@o teve como principais
objectivos: efectivar a migragdo do software de calculo do IPC de
Cabo Verde para uma nova versao e prestar assisténcia no calculo do
IPC de Fevereirode 2010.

A Missao foi antecedida de um trabalho de apoio a disténcia,
essencial a uma concretizacdo eficaz dos trabalhos. Do vasto
programa definido, todos os objectivos foram alcancados, sendo
que no final foram elaboradas algumas recomendacdes para futura
aplicacdo pelos técnicos do INE de Cabo Verde.

From 8" to 12" March, 2010, two experts from the Research Unit of Statistics Portugal have carried out a Mission to NSI Cape Verde
concerning the Consumer Price Index (CPI). This action aimed at: implementing a new version of the software for calculating the CPI from
Cape Verde and to assist in calculating the CPI of February 2010.

The mission was preceded by a distance assistance that was essential to an effective delivery of work. All the objectives of the extensive
working programme were attained and some recommendations were made for future implementation by the experts of NSI Cape Vert.

= Missdes do INE de Portugal ao INE de Mogambique | Mission from Statistics Portugal to NSI Mozambique

No ambito dos Contratos assinados entre o INE de Portugal e o INE de Mogambique em vdrias areas de actividade, foram
realizadas trés missdes de assisténcia técnica ao INE de Mogambique:

Nos dias 10 a 14 de Maio, teve lugar uma missdo de quatro técnicos do Gabinete de Estudos do INE de Portugal ao INE de
Mogambique. Esta missdo de arranque do Projecto sobre IPC, Indicadores de Curto-Prazo e Sinteses de Conjuntura, teve como
objectivo: fazer um reconhecimento da situacdo existente e desenvolver um plano de trabalhos conjunto, devidamente
calendarizado até ao final do projecto.

De 24 de Maio a 3 de Junho, realizou-se também uma missao do INE de Portugal ao INE de Mogambique, no ambito do Contrato
assinado na area da Legislacao e Contencioso Estatistico. Durante esta missao uma técnica do Servigo Juridico e Contencioso do
INE de Portugal e outra técnica do Conselho Superior de Estatistica analisaram as implicagdes que as reformas do sector publico
poderiam ter na legislag@o aplicavel ao Sistema Estatistico Nacional (SEN) de Mogambique e realizaram o levantamento das
medidas a implementar para um adequado funcionamento do SEN.

Também decorreu de 3 a 24 de Julho uma Missdo do INE de Portugal ao INE de Mogambique na areca das Nomenclaturas,
através da deslocagdo de um técnico do Departamento de Metodologias e Sistemas de Informagdo, do Servico de Sistemas e
Metainformacgao. Esta missdo teve como objectivos: Analisar o grau de implementagdo das actuais Classificagdes e
Nomenclaturas Estatisticas; inventariar caréncias sobre Classificacdes e Nomenclaturas Estatisticas; Realizar ac¢des de
formagdo sobre a CAE-Rev.2 ¢ a CNBS-Rev.2; e definir e propor medidas a implementar no ambito das Classificagdes e
Nomenclaturas Estatisticas.

Under the contracts signed between Statistics Portugal and NSI-Mozambique in several working areas, three missions have taken place to
Mozambique:

From 10th to 14th May, four experts from the Research Unit of Statistics Portugal went on a technical assistance mission to NSI-
Mozambique. This kick off mission initiated the Project on CPI, Short-term Indicators and analysis of short-term trends and aimed at:
assessing the existing situation and developing a joint working plan duly scheduled until completion of the project.



A mission from Statistics Portugal to NSI Mozambique took place from 24th May to 3rd June in the framework of the contract signed on
Legislation and Statistical Litigation. During this mission an expert from the Legal Support Unit and another expert from the Statistical
Council Secretariat analysed the implications of the public sector reforms in the legislation applicable to the National Statistical System
(NSS) of Mozambique and the measures to implement for an appropriate functioning of the NSS.

A third mission from Statistics Portugal to NSI Mozambique also took place from 3" to 24" July in the area of Statistical Classifications and
Nomenclatures. The consulting expert from the Service of Systems and Metadata of the Methodology and Information Systems Department
analysed the implementation level and the needs of the current Statistical Classifications and Nomenclatures and proposed measures to be
implemented in the future. The mission also aimed at performing training sessions on the revision of the Classification of Economic Activities
and the National Classification of Goods and Services.

These meetings were attended by the Presidents and Directors General from each NSI, representatives of the Portuguese Cooperation, as
well as by experts from Statistics Portugal involved in several fields of cooperation.

The meetings had as main objective an evaluation of statistical cooperation developed in 2009 and outlining future cooperation activities for
2010/2011.

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Esta visita abordou varios aspectos, tais como: os sistemas de Gestio de Recursos Humanos, principalmente no que diz respeito
a avaliagdo de desempenho e desenvolvimento de carreiras; as iniciativas e projectos de controlo dos custos, nomeadamente
controlo or¢amental e contabilidade analitica; a gestdo e organiza¢do de recolha de dados; os Inquéritos as empresas e as
familias; a modernizacdo dos processos de recolha e impacto orcamental; ¢ os sistemas e instrumentos utilizados na gestdo de
custos derecolha.

A study visit from Mr. Sérgio Cortés, Executive Director of NSI Brazil took place from 29" to 30" June to the Administration and
Management Department, Human Resources and Financial Support areas, as well as to the Data Collection Department of Statistics
Portugal.

This visit addressed various aspects such as systems for Human Resource Management, especially with regard to performance evaluation
and career development; initiatives and projects to control costs, including budgetary control and cost accounting, management and
organization of data collection, business and household surveys; modernization of procedures for collection and budgetary impact; and
systems and tools used to manage data collection costs.

The visit focused on some issues concerning cattle-raising statistics, namely the information system used in Portugal and the

description of the collection methods and its metadata. In the end some questions, raised by the participants, have been analysed and
discussed.

Do INE da Macedonia participaram na visita os técnicos

Departamento para o desenvolvimento de aplicagoes.

A acgdo contou com o apoio de varios técnicos do INE, designadamente do Departamento das Estatisticas Economicas e do
Departamento de Metodologia e Sistemas Informaticos, bem como de trés técnicos do Ministério da Agricultura,
Desenvolvimento Rural e Pescas.
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Statistics Portugal received a study visit from NSI of Macedonia, on 29 and 30 April, in the field of Farm Typology and Farm Register,
organised by the European Commission DG Enlargement within the framework of the TAIEX instrument.

The Statistical Office from the Republic of Macedonia is in the process of establishing procedures for updating the Statistical Farm Register
and preparing the Farm Typology. Practical experience obtained from this study visit will help in the creation of Macedonian Farm Register.

The participants from NSI of Macedonia were: Djan Stankov and Ljupka Tasevska from the Department of Economic accounts in Agriculture
and Register of Agriculture Holdings and Valentina Skandeva-Cipiskova, advisor of the Department for application development.

The technical assistance from Statistics Portugal was provided by several experts from the Economic Statistics Department and the
Methodology and Information Systems Department and from three experts of the Ministry of Agriculture, Rural Development and Fisheries.

B Cooperacao com a Sérvia | Cooperation with Serbia

O INE, a pedido da Embaixada da Sérvia, recebeu no dia 2 de Junho uma delegagdo de trés elementos do Gabinete do Vice-
Ministro e Ministro da Ciéncia e Desenvolvimento Tecnoldgico da Republica da Sérvia: Zarco Zunderic, responsavel pela equipa,
Jelena Markovic, Biljana Mladevonic e Ivan Sekulvic.

A visita teve como objectivo a partilha da experiéncia portuguesa na defini¢ao, recolha e divulgacdo de informacgao estatistica
sobre pobreza e exclusdo social no quadro dos regulamentos comunitarios, nomeadamente a implementagdo do EU-SILC, bem
como a descri¢o da tipologia de dados administrativos complementares decorrentes de politicas publicas de apoio as familias.

O Departamento das Estatisticas Sociais do INE foi a unidade responsavel pela visita mas também estiveram presentes quatro
técnicos do Ministério do Emprego e da Solidariedade Social.

Referring to a request from the Serbian Embassy, a visit from a delegation of the Serbian Deputy Prime Minister for EU Integration and
Minister of Science and Technological Development took place at Statistics Portugal in June 2. The delegation from Serbia was composed by:
Zarco Sunderic, head of the group, Jelena Markovic, Biljana Mladevonic and Ivan Sekulovic.

The objective of this visit was the sharing of the Portuguese experience regarding statistics of poverty and income inequality in the context of
the EU harmonised programme and legislation, namely the implementation of EU-SILC, and administrative complementary information in
the context of social protection statistics.
