The Second National Action Plan against Trafficking in Human beings (2011-2013)
defines 4 Strategic Intervention Areas, namely: 1) Knowledge, Sensitivity and
Prevention; 2) Education and Training; 3) Protection and Support; 4) Criminal
Investigation and Cooperation.
