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DELIBERATION NO 2/2008 OF THE CONSELHO SUPERIOR DE ESTATISTICA (STATISTICAL COUNCIL)

OPERATING STRUCTURE OF THE STATISTICAL COUNCIL - 2008 STANDING AND AD-HOC SECTIONS

As of the reform of the National Statistical System (NSS) in 1989, envisaged in Law No 6/89 of 15
April, the Conselho Superior de Estatistica (Statistical Council, hereinafter referred to as the Council)
has been operating on a regular basis and over the years it has infroduced a number of
adjustments to its structure and operating model, with the purpose of conferring greater efficiency,

functionality and dynamics to its activities.

The new legal framework of the National Statistical System envisaged in Law No 22/2008 of 13 May

warrants the updating of the Council's operating model.

Hence, taking info account the Council’s operating experience in the recent past, pursuant to
Article 15 (1) of Law No 22/2008 of 13 May 2008 and in accordance with Articles 5, 6 and 7 of the
Council's Rules of Procedure, the Statistical Council, at its plenary session of 29 September 2008,

decides the following:
